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birth of that man. He was foreordained
in eternity to preside over this last dis-
pensation, as much so as Pharaoh was
foreordained to be a wicked man, or as
was Jesus to be the Savior of the world
because he was the oldest son in the fam-
ily.

Abraham was ordained to be the fa-
ther of the faithful—that is, he was or-
dained to come forth at a certain period,;
and when he had proved himself faith-
ful to his God, and would resist the wor-
ship of idols, and trample them under his
feet in the presence of their king, and set
up the worship of the true God, he ob-
tained the appellation of "father of the
faithful." "For whom he did foreknow, he
also did predestinate to be conformed to
the image of his Son." He knew, millions
of years before this world was framed,
that Pharaoh would be a wicked man.
He saw—he understood; his work was
before him, and he could see it from the
beginning to the end. And so scrutiniz-
ing, penetrating, and expanded are his
visions and knowledge, that not even a
hair of our head can fall to the ground
unnoticed by him. He foreknew what
Joseph, who was sold into Egypt, would
do. Joseph was foreordained to be the
temporal Savior of his father's house,
and the seed of Joseph are ordained to
be the spiritual and temporal saviors
of all the house of Israel in the latter
days. Joseph's seed has mixed itself with
all the seed of man upon the face of
the whole earth. The great majority of
those who are now before me are the de-
scendants of that Joseph who was sold.
Joseph Smith, junior, was foreordained
to come through the loins of Abraham,
Isaac, Jacob, Joseph, and so on down
through the Prophets and Apostles; and
thus he came forth in the last days to be
a minister of salvation, and to hold the
keys of the last dispensation of the ful-
ness of times.

The whole object of the creation of

live, endure, and increase forever and
ever. We are not here to quarrel and con-
tend about the things of this world, but
we are here to subdue and beautify it.
Let every man and woman worship their
God with all their heart. Let them pay
their devotions and sacrifices to him, the
Supreme, and the Author of their exis-
tence. Do all the good you can to your fel-
low creatures. You are flesh of my flesh
and bone of my bone. God has created of
one blood all the nations and kingdoms
of men that dwell upon all the face of
the earth: black, white, copper-colored,
or whatever their color, customs, or reli-
gion, they have all sprung from the same
origin; the blood of all is from the same
element. Adam and Eve are the parents
of all pertaining to the flesh, and I would
not say that they are not also the parents
of our spirits.

You see some classes of the human
family that are black, uncouth, un-
comely, disagreeable and low in their
habits, wild, and seemingly deprived of
nearly all the blessings of the intelli-
gence that is generally bestowed upon
mankind. The first man that commit-
ted the odious crime of killing one of his
brethren will be cursed the longest of
anyone of the children of Adam. Cain
slew his brother. Cain might have been
killed, and that would have put a ter-
mination to that line of human beings.
This was not to be, and the Lord put a
mark upon him, which is the flat nose
and black skin. Trace mankind down to
after the flood, and then another curse
is pronounced upon the same race—that
they should be the "servant of servants;"
and they will be, until that curse is
removed; and the Abolitionists cannot
help it, nor in the least alter that de-
cree. How long is that race to endure
the dreadful curse that is upon them?
That curse will remain upon them,
