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it is the power of God unto salva- 
tion.

May God he lp  us ,  and a l l  who 
love the truth, to keep an eye single 
to his glory and to the building up 

of his kingdom on the earth, that we 
may be among those who shal l  be 
counted worthy to possess the earth 
and its fullness forever and ever, is my 
prayer in the name of Jesus. Amen.

I will call the attention of the congrega-
tion to a portion of the word of God con-
tained in the third chapter of Malachi—
“Behold, I will send my messenger, and he 
shall prepare the way before me: and the 
Lord, whom ye seek, shall suddenly come 
to his temple, even the messenger of the 
covenant, whom ye delight in: behold, he 
shall come, saith the Lord of hosts. But 
who may abide the day of his coming? and 
who shall stand when he appeareth? for he 
is like a refiner’s fire, and like fullers’ soap. 
He shall sit as a refiner and purifier of sil-
ver: and he shall purify the sons of Levi, 
and purge them as gold and silver, that 
they may offer unto the Lord an offering in 
righteousness.”

I have read these words, because  
of  the pecul iar  prophecy which i s

contained therein, of what the Lord will 
perform about the time of his coming. 
A prophecy that the Lord would come, 
and the nature of that coming should be 
such that but a few comparatively will be 
prepared to endure that day; that when 
he does come, he will have a Temple on 
the earth, to which he will come. A part 
of the program which was read yesterday 
morning, if I recollect right, for the Elders 
to speak upon during Conference, was in 
relation to building Temples. The build-
ing of Temples of the Lord is promised 
in his word, for there we read that in the  
latter days he would have a house built  
on the earth. I know that in the ears  
of this generation it will sound very 
strangely to talk about the Lord having 
a house built on this globe of ours; yet
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
