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to the isles that are afar off, "to Tarshish,

Pul and Lud, and to them that draw the

bow." And it is said concerning the mis-

sionaries who are thus sent forth, that

"they shall declare my glory among the

Gentiles." Then, when the sign is set,

the missionaries are sent forth and the

glory of God begins to be declared among

the Gentiles, the Lord will bring about

the gathering of his people Israel, bring-

ing them upon horses, in chariots, in lit-

ters, upon swift beasts and upon mules

to his holy mountain in Jerusalem; and

he will gather all nations and tongues

when that dispensation shall come.

The Lord has set that sign; the Lord

has sent forth the messengers here spo-

ken of to the various nations, as pre-

dicted, and already the voice of these

messengers is heard in the uttermost

parts of the earth, declaring the word of

the Lord among the Gentiles, preparing

them for the great event predicted by the

mouth of Isaiah the Prophet.

Do this people desire to know what

the sign predicted by the mouth of Isa-

iah means? Do you wish to know the na-

ture of that sign? Let me refer you to the

words of the everlasting God that have

been uttered from the heavens, declared

in this record brought forth in the last

days, the Book of Mormon. Let us refer

to a prediction uttered by the mouth of

our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ, when

he appeared personally upon this great

western continent, and taught the an-

cient nations of America. He has told us

by his own mouth what the sign should

be for the gathering of all the dispersed

of his people, the house of Israel. I will

read the words of our Savior to the an-

cient inhabitants of this western conti-

nent. "Verily, verily, I say unto you, all

these things"—the things which he had

been speaking about to the multitude—

"shall surely come, as the voice of the Fa-

ther hath commanded me. Then shall

this covenant which the Father hath

covenanted with his people be fulfilled;

and then shall Jerusalem begin to be

inhabited with my people, and it shall

be the land of their inheritance. And

verily I say unto you, I will give you a

sign that you may know the time when

these things shall be about to take place,

that I shall gather in from their long

dispersion, my people, O house of Is-

rael, and shall establish again among

them my Zion. And behold this is the

thing which I will give unto you for a

sign, for verily I say unto you that when

these things which I declare unto you,

and which I shall declare unto you here-

after, of myself, and by the power of the

Holy Ghost, which shall be given unto

you of the Father, shall be made known

unto the Gentiles"—that is, when this

book, called the Book of Mormon, should

be made known unto the Gentiles—"that

they may know concerning this, my peo-

ple, who are a remnant of the house of

Jacob, and concerning this, my people,

who shall be scattered by them in the

latter days. Verily I say unto you when

these things shall be made known unto

them of the Father, and shall come forth

of the Father from them unto you."

Now, such is the sign. First, this

work will be made known to the Gen-

tiles, and will come forth from the Gen-

tiles unto the Indians. "For it is wis-

dom in the Father that they should

be established in this land, and be

set up as a free people by the power

of the Father, that these things might

come forth from them unto a remnant

of your seed, that the covenant of the

Father may be fulfilled which he has

covenanted with his people, O house of
