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fear God and keep his commandments.

It is far better to die in the fear of God,

than to live without God. When I see

people die who are prepared, having a

claim on eternal life, do I feel sorry?

No, I do not. I would a thousand times

rather have my children to be laid in the

silent tomb, as thousands of our youth

are, than I would see them depart from

God and his ways. My earnest desire is

that I and my children may live to serve

God, and that he will take us hence be-

fore we should be permitted to violate his

commands or forsake his law. Let me live

the life of righteousness and may my last

days be spent in doing good to my fellow

man and honor to my God.

May the Lord bless and sustain these

our friends who are called upon to mourn

for a short season, and may the Lord

bless the Saints in Zion, and his servant

Brigham, and those who stand shoul-

der to shoulder with him, and all good

men, now and forever, is my prayer in

the name of Jesus, Amen.
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I will read a few passages from the

book of the Prophet Daniel, which he

received from the Lord through vision,

and which relate to the latter days—

a prophecy which has not yet been ful-

filled. It will be found in the 7th chapter

commencing with the 9th verse—

"I beheld till the thrones were cast

down, and the Ancient of days did sit,

whose garment was white as snow, and

the hair of his head like the pure wool:

his throne was like the fiery flame, and

his wheels as burning fire.

"A fiery stream issued and came forth

from before him: thousand thousands

ministered unto him, and ten thousand

times ten thousand stood before him: the

judgment was set, and the books were

opened.

"I beheld then because of the voice of

the great words which the horn spake:

I beheld even till the beast was slain,

and his body destroyed, and given to the

burning flame.
