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President Cannon commenced by
reading a portion of the 84th section of
the Book of Doctrine and Covenants:

"Which Abraham received the priest-
hood from Melchizedek, who received it
through the lineage of his fathers, even
till Noah; And from Noah till Enoch,
through the lineage of their fathers; And
from Enoch to Abel, who was slain by
the conspiracy of his brother, who re-
ceived the priesthood by the command-
ments of God, by the hand of his father
Adam, who was the first man—Which
priesthood continueth in the church of
God in all generations, and is without
beginning of days or end of years. And
the Lord confirmed a priesthood also
upon Aaron and his seed, throughout

all their generations, which priesthood
also continueth and abideth forever with
the priesthood which is after the holiest
order of God. And this greater priest-
hood administereth the gospel and hold-
eth the key of the mysteries of the king-
dom, even the key of the knowledge
of God. Therefore, in the ordinances
thereof, the power of godliness is mani-
fest. And without the ordinances thereof,
and the authority of the priesthood, the
power of godliness is not manifest unto
men in the flesh; For without this no man
can see the face of God, even the Father,
and live.

"Now this Moses plainly taught
to the children of Israel in the
wilderness, and sought diligently to
sanctify his people that they might
